In this sample XML we set the value of the VAR _1 variable to “this is VAR_1. In the content we use the
“InsertVar” element to create a new variable called “VAR_3". We then insert the variable “VAR_1".
Then we insert the “WAR_3". Then we insert the variable “VAR_X”, which corresponds to a variable of
the type “Creation date” in the master. And finally we create a new variable called “VAR_X1" and set

the value of that variable to “test”.

This would result in:
