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Creating and Deploying PDF Job Options

Introduction

This procedure describes how to create and deploy custom PDF joboptions. It assumes that you use a
server-based production environment and a Print Processing Job item.

The scenario is based on creating new items and settings. You could also decide to change existing
items and settings. For example, you could change an existing joboptions setting and deploy that file to
the server.

Creating a Custom Joboptions File

To create a custom PDF export settings fie (.joboptions):
1. Open InDesign desktop.
2. From the File menu, click Adobe PDF Presets, and Define.
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3. Inthe Adobe PDF Presets dialog box, click New.

Problem solving

What can you do when you do not get the desired result? For example, because the custom joboptions
are not used or no PDF is created:

e Check the XML. In the end, it is the rendered XML that controls how the InDesign file is rendered
and to what format (PDF in this case). In order to make sure all the Sitecore settings are created
correctly, open the rendered XML (located in the PublishingCache folder) and check the value of
PDFExportSetting attribute of the Book element. That value needs to correspond to the Preset
Name of the created PDF joboption.

¢ |If the value corresponds to the Preset Name, that means all your Sitecore settings are correct. In
that case, restart InDesign server or perhaps even restart the server to make sure InDesign
server makes use of the deployed joboptions file. Also, make sure the joboptions file is located in
the correct folder on the server.

¢ If the value does not correspond to the Preset Name, that means your Sitecore settings are
incorrect or you are not calling the correct Print Processing Job item in your code.
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
