Before you install the Sitecore Azure 3.1.0 rev. 161128 update package, you must upgrade to
Sitecore 7.0 rev. 140408.

Important
Ensure that you make a backup of your website before you install the update package.

To upgrade from Sitecore Azure 3.1.0 rev. 130731 to Sitecore Azure 3.1.0 rev. 161128, install the update
package.
